The following park by park renovation and enhancement recommendations provide a valuable look at
each parks' own specific facility needs and how the recommendation helps meet some of the
system 'Jvide needs. The primary purpose of this section is to provide detailed descriptions for the
renovation and lor implementation of a wide range of facilities throughout the Village of Lake in
the Hills. Each parks' recommendation begins with a description of what parts of the proposed
improvernents supplement the Lake in the Hills Parks Master Plan System Recommendations. These
improvernents denoted with the heading "SYSTEM RECOMMENDATIONS" provide a benefit to the
overall recreation system needs as defined in Section 4.

The seond portion of each recommendation, REDEVELOPMENT PROCESS is a detailed descrip-
tion of the recommended process for redeveloping the improvements to be made within each park.
These range from the order for the large-scale facility changes (add a concession stand, remove
and replace an entire playground, etc.) to minor aesthetic enhancements (add landscaping or a
park sigrl).

The third category for each park, RECOMMENDED PARK FACILITIES is a description of each
of the fa(jlities recommended within each park. This section provides specific instructions on what
facilities should be included, and (when available or known) where each facility should be located.
Sometimes, this section provides directions on how facilities should be installed. Many of these park-
by-park recommendations do not add to the system-wide recreational needs, but will enhance the
appearance and experience for each park user.

The four1:h part of each park recommendation, PARK FEATURES identifies the parks existing
features or facilities. This information is derived from the inventory of facilities. Where appropriate, the
existing playground features have been included. Finally, the Park Data identifies the classification
and acreage.
